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The students must complete the following six requirements:
1.       Recite or write the 44 Presidents in chronological order (last names are fine)
2.       Identify the 50 states & their capitals on a US map (spelling counts, three errors allowed)
3.       Recite the Gettysburg Address (they are allowed 3 prompts)
4.       Recite the Preamble to the Constitution
5.       Recite or sing the Star Spangled Banner
6.       Write the Pledge of Allegiance with no spelling or punctuation mistakes

Students can memorize the materials one at a time and in any order. They may attempt each requirement as many times as needed.

The timing for this program changed last year to better align with the 5th grade curriculum and worked very well. Volunteers will be available 7:30 – 7:55 am on Mondays and Fridays in the hallways outside the 5th grade classrooms to assess the students. (Volunteers will be available every morning during the last few weeks of the program as students work to finish their requirements.) The program will run from Monday, Aug. 15th – Tuesday, Sep. 20th.  Volunteer opportunities for this will be given during the school year.
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
